	1
	To investigate the work of fashion designers
Collect and explore ideas using a sketchbook (including suitable sites on the internet)


	Intro the topic to the children by explaining that they are going to become fashion designers. In ICT or using mags cut and paste examples of fashion designs and comment on why you like them. Brainstorm/research some famous fashion designers, have they got a particular style? (Beware of the confusion with brand names.)

	Use collage techniques to experiment with fashion ideas.
	Provide children with a range of fashion magazines and catalogues. Discuss the range of clothing: sports, casual, formal, bags, shoes, accessories…Provide children with model templates for them to dress by cutting and pasting from the magazines provided to come up with new combinations of clothing. Encourage children to experiment with ideas, unusual combinations, creating outfits with matching accessories.

	Develop confidence in drawing techniques used in fashion design. 
Begin to appreciat and apply  the proportions of the human figure necessary for fashion design


	Using examples from the fashion illustration books, demonstrate drawing fashion models to the correct shape and proportion. Children to use guidelines to draw models in a range of poses. If children struggle allow them to trace first in order to practice. (It is the fashion design that is important)

	Apply skills learned to design a clothing range and outfit for a particular purpose
Consider the visual elements of pattern, colour, texture


	Brainstorm own ideas for own clothing range/outfit. Purpose? Who is it for? Brand name? Children to work on ideas for their own clothing range including shoes and any accessories required. Show children how to shade and add colour to fashion design as well as hoe to draw onto a model.
Children to draw final design onto a model and include fabric swatches and any other details necessary.

	Maths: problem solving
Money, four operations


	Children can work out the cost of making their outfit, how much they would sell it for and profit to be made. HA Chn could also calculate profit forecasts!

	Literacy; adverts, persuasive writing

	Investigate a range of ways clothing is advertised: TV commercials, newspapers and magazines, fashion events…Create an advertisement for your outfit to include some description about the outfit and try to persuade people to buy it, what will it do for their lifestyle etc? Children could record the adverts.

	Develop sewing techniques

	Demonstrate and give children opportunity to practise sewing techniques in preparation for making mini outfit.

	8
	Maths  :measure
Cut complex shapes from fabric with accuracy
Stitch two pieces of fabric together with accuracy, making use of seams.

Apply detail using a range of sewing and sticking techniques


	Children to create a paper template for their outfit. (needs to be large enough so sewing does not become a problem) Pin to chosen fabric, allow for seams, cut carefully and stitch inside out. 
Make mini outfit.
