	Learning objectives:

1. Blend oil pastels to match colours carefully.

2. Investigate a range of threads. Select drawing media appropriate to the task.

3,4. Weave using a wide range of fabric strips and threads.

5. Work on a range of scales to produce own land art.

Talk about their sculpture and relate it to the work of other sculptors.

6. Paint on a ‘different’ surface.

Evaluate their own work, identifying strengths and areas for development.


	Suggested activities:

Rocks and soils

1. Look at the layers in the earth. Focus on the colours that can be seen. Experiment with blending oil pastels in art diaries. Using oil pastels, blend them to create the different coloured layers in the earth. 

2. Provide children with a range of threads, wool, ribbons, straw, etc, and ask them to arrange these on a page in their art diary to create a collage of threads. From this use pens, oil pastels, pencils, etc, to create an observational drawing, selecting which media will best represent each thread.

3, 4. Use this as a starting point for a weaving using a wide range of materials to show the layers in the earth. This could be joined to create a large wall hanging.

5. Land art – look at a range of other artists’ work and discuss. Find a range of rocks to use to create a pattern or a picture outside. Children can work as a class or in groups. Consider how size and shape of the rocks will affect the finished work. Photograph and evaluate.

6. Ask each child to bring in their own rock to paint. This may be linked to work in Literacy. Use painted rocks to create a class sculpture. Photograph.

	Resources:

Variety of threads, wool, etc, card or paper looms, range of drawing media, oil pastels, acrylic paints.
