	( Any handling of product should be such that product is not patted, slapped, etc. in order to avoid dust.

	( Behaviour of students to be constantly monitored.  Any poor behaviour in reference to use of product to result in removal from task in line with school behaviour policy.  Expectations to be high.

	( Students to be supervised at all times, with staff in immediate area, mobile monitoring students.  Students are not to work with Mod Roc in lone working conditions.

	( Students with SENs, (statemented with EBD for example) to work with an additional adult/teacher/LSA.

	( Product to be locked away when not in use.

	( At end of activity, a damp cloth to be used to clean away mess/residue/dust.  Area to be left free of dust/residue in readiness for further use of room by others.
